Virtually all are mint, exactly as purchased at the post-office, and the
vast majority are in choice, selected centering.

As is customary with the flat-plate printings of the period when these
were issued, they show the usual, natural gum bends. Since these are normal
for these issues we make no special mention of them in the description.

Where “narrow natural selvedge” is mentioned, this is characteristic of
the particular issues on which they occured.
