Written aboard a
ship in Honolulu harbor.
The purple “PAQUEBOT"
and mute double oval
were applied to ship mail
received in San Francisco
along with “F.D.” date
stamp.

Damaged

April 22, 1897 — Honolulu
to New York with San
Francisco transit. The
“Received Contents Dam-
aged” handstamp was ap-
plied in New York; water
also removed a stamp at
lower right.




Auxiliary Markings

U.P.U. postage due
charges were incon-
sistently applied in
Honolulu.

No credit given for the
postal card. 15 centimes
due includes the UPU rate
plus the 5-centime sur-
charge. 1894, Honolulu to
Bialystok, Russia with San
Francisco F.D. transit and
Bialystok receiving mark.
Russian postage due oval
with manuscript 12 ko-
pecks.

Incorrectly charged. If no
credit were given for the
card and the surcharge
were added, only 1¢, or 5
centimes would be due.
1894, Honolulu to Ulm,
Germany with San Fran-
cisco F.D. transit and Ulm
Bahnhof receiving marks.
The German Post Office
translated the postage due
charge to 20 pfennig in
blue crayon.

Postal card credited for
1¢. Charged only 1¢, or 5
centimes as the surcharge
for U.S. mail had ceased
in 1883. Honolulu to New
York, 1894. The 5 cen-
times due was doubled
and collected with a pre-
canceled 2¢ stamp.
