Identifying Buff and Manila Papers of Neshitt Issues

Manila paper, at this time, was made of hemp fibers while buff paper was made of cotton rag. Manila
paper is usually smooth on one side and rough on the other while buff paper has more similar finish on
both sides. Manila paper tends to have some longer fibers (6 to 8 mm), especially visible under a 30x
magnifying glass, and inclusions that are much darker brown than the rest of the paper while buff paper
has shorter fibers and no inclusions.

The first wrapper issue (1861 star die) buff and manila types often be differentiated because the buff
paper is similar in weight and texture to white paper while the manila is thicker and darker.

The two paper types can often be distinguished by color, with buff being lighter and manila being dark-
er colors. However, buff and manila wrappers of the 1864 2¢ Jackson issue (Dies 24 and 25) have the
same range of paper colors and weights. These wrappers can often be sorted by size because all wrap-
per sizes except the 100 mm wide, occur only with one paper type: the 115 mm and 133 mm width
(most common and) were made only from manila paper while the 150 mm width only was made only
with buff paper. For the 100 mm wide wrappers use the traits described in the first paragraph.

A
true brown die 26 should not have any spots of pink visible in the die with 30x magnification.
