Booker Taliaferro Washington. American edu­
cator o f the Negro, was born near Hales r . e.: 
Va. , about 1858, the son of a mulatto slave and 
of a white man. H e graduated from Hampton 
institute, Va. , Harvard, and Dartmouth. H e was 
a teacher at Hampton institute until elected by 
the state authorities, 1881, as head of Tiiskegee 
institute, which he organised and made notably 
succes,sful. H e became a well-known and able 
writer and speaker on racial and educational 
subjeCTs. His publications include Sewing and 
Reaping, Up From Slavery, Future of the American 
Negro, Character Bui/ding, Story of My Life and 
Work, Working With Hands, The Negro in Business, 
and r*c Man Farthest Dcun. H e died 111 1915.
